Question 1: 
 Luke 4:16-19 The good news of Jesus is that He has come to free us from suffering. How

Question 2:

Question 3:  
 Luke 4:22-27 The crowd could not see the truth of who Jesus is. What causes you to miss 

seeing the truth of Jesus? 
 
Question 4:  
 Luke 4:28-30 Jesus came to welcome in the outsiders who had been cast out and rejected. 

This made some of the insiders uncomfortable with how different they seemed to 
themselves. Who do you identify with: the outsider or the insider? Why? 

 
Question 5:  
 Romans 1:16 Sometimes we are so careful not to offend or upset others that we can hold 

back from sharing the good news of Jesus. When have you seen this in your interactions 
with others?

 2 Timothy 1:8 What will it look like for you to have daring faith this week in sharing the good 

news of salvation? 
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
